Budget Presentation Process – Delwin Rettig referred to statute prescribing budget process and 
notification to municipalities, other jurisdictions, and county 45 days before adoption.  Budget report 
form documenting notifications, dates, and responses needs to be created. 
 
Sworn Statement of Receipts/Expenses – Delwin Rettig explained the statement needs to be 
presented after audit to municipalities, other jurisdictions, and county.  Executive Director is required 
to swear to the statement of accuracy.
